ORDINANCE # 336-14
CONCERNING SIDEWALK SALES AND SUPPLEMENTING AND AMENDING CHAPTER Il
OF THE TOWNSHIP CODE ENTITLED “POLICE REGULATIONS”

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE: To expand the dates on which late summer sidewalk sales are permitted
and to reflect the new date of the Annual Street Fair.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Long Hill in the
County of Morris, New Jersey, that Chapter 111 of the Township Code entitled “Police
Regulations” is amended as follows:

Section 1. Subsection 3-5.2 of the Township Code entitled “Sidewalk Sales Permitted on
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Certain Dates” is amended to read as follows:
3-5.2 Sidewalk Sales Permitted on Certain Dates.

a. Any retail business lawfully operating in the Township in full compliance
with the Township Zoning Ordinance and other applicable ordinances and
regulations shall be permitted to conduct sidewalk sales during the following
periods:

1. June - For nine (9) days from the Saturday occurring eight (8) days before
Father's Day until Father's Day, inclusive. Father's Day is the third Sunday in
June.

2. July - For nine (9) days from the Saturday eight (8) days before the Stirling
Freedom Tour Bike Race until the Stirling Freedom Tour Bike Race, inclusive.
The Stirling Freedom Tour Bike Race is scheduled to occur on the fourth Sunday
in July.

3. August/September - Forten{10)-days-commencing-the Saturday-that-occurs
nine{9)-days-before-LaborDay-untdh From the third Saturday in August through

Labor Day, inclusive. Labor Day is the first Monday in September.

4. Oectober September - For nine (9) days from the Saturday that occurs eight
days before the Annual Oeteber September Street Fair and ending on the Sunday
of the Street Fair Weekend. The Street Fair weekend is scheduled to occur on the
second Sunday of Octeber-September

No permit shall be required to conduct a sidewalk sale on the dates specified
above. Sales shall be conducted only between 8:00 a.m. and 8:00 p.m., prevailing
time.

Section 2. Any and all other ordinances or parts thereof in conflict or inconsistent with
any of the terms hereof are hereby repealed to such extent as they are so in conflict or
inconsistent.

Section 3. In case any article, section or provision of this ordinance shall be held invalid
in any court of competent jurisdiction, the same shall not affect any other article, section or
provision of this ordinance except insofar as the article, section or provision so declared invalid
shall be inseparable from the remainder or any portion thereof.

Section 4. This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and

publication as required by law.
