Committee feels that the membership of the committee should be changed and its charge
amended,;

1. The Land Use Process Improvement Committee created by Resolution 16-58 is hereby
abolished effective December 31, 2016.

a) Monitor the planning and zoning administrative functions in the Township to
ensure that the process remains efficient, expedient, and cost effective for the
applicant, all within the parameters of the Municipal Land Use Law (MLU).

b) Present a yearly summary report along with any budget considerations and
recommendations, to the Township Committee, the Planning Board, and the
Board of Adjustment.

4. The [name] Committee shall meet quarterly, or more frequently as needed, or at the
request of the Mayor or Township Committee.
