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WHEREAS, an agreement has been proposed under which the Township of Long Hill and the County 
of Morris will form a consortium by establishing a cooperation agreement for Federal Fiscal Years 
2018, 2019 and 2020; and direct its activities to the elimination of housing problems within New Jersey 
in accordance with the housing goals and strategies outlined in the Morris County Consolidated Plan. 
 
WHEREAS, the Emergency Shelter Grant Program (“ESG”) provided through Subtitle B of the 
McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act permits for substantial federal funds allocated to prevent 
homelessness and to enable homeless individuals and families to move toward independent living;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Township Committee of the Township of Long Hill in 
the County of Morris, in the State of New Jersey, being the governing body thereof, as follows: 
 
The agreement entitled, “AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE COUNTY OF MORRIS AND CERTAIN 
MUNCIPALITIES LOCATED THEREIN ESTABLISHING A COOPERATIVE MEANS OF
