WHEREAS, the plans for the proposed residence which will be located at 92 Charles Road (BLOCK
14205, LOT 3.01) meets those exemption criteria; and

WHEREAS, Section 22-3.1 of the Township Code ordinance requires a connection fee of $10,120 for
new construction that is due and payable to the Township prior to the Construction Official issuing any building
permits for the new residence.
