ORDINANCE 465-20 

AN ORDINANCE INCREASING THE ANNUAL FEES FOR LIQUOR LICENSES AND AMENDING 

CHAPTER VI OF THE TOWNSHIP CODE ENTITLED “ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE CONTROL” 
 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Township Committee of the Township of Long Hill 

in the County of Morris, New Jersey that Chapter VI of the Township Code entitled “Alcoholic Beverage 

Control” is amended as follows: 

 

 Section 1. Subsection 6-3.4 entitled “License Fees; Maximum Number” is amended to read 

as follows: 

“6-3.4 License Fees; Maximum Number.  The annual fee for licenses for the sale or distribution 
of alcoholic beverages in the Township shall be as follows: 

 

Class of License   Annual Fee 
 Plenary retail consumption  $ 2,500.00 $2,448.00  
 Seasonal retail consumption  $1,875.00 $1,836.00    
 Plenary retail distribution  $ 2,088.00 $1,008.00   
 Limited retail distribution   $     63    
 Club     $   188    
 

 Section 2.  The last paragraph of subsection 6-3.4 shall remain unchanged. 

 

 Section 3. Any and all other ordinances or parts thereof in conflict or inconsistent with any of 

the terms hereof are hereby repealed to such extent as they are so in conflict or inconsistent. 

 

 Section 4. In case any article, section or provision of this ordinance shall be held invalid in 

any court of competent jurisdiction, the same shall not affect any other article, section or provision of this 

ordinance except insofar as the article, section or provision so declared invalid shall be inseparable from 

the remainder or any portion thereof. 

 

 Section 5. This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication 

as required by law.
